FORMAT OF BOUTS 

 

Sanda: 

 • Rules: New IWUF Sanda Rules (2024) 

 • Duration: 2-minute rounds 

 • System: Round Robin format; merit based on number of bouts won 
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Taolu (Senior): 

New IWUF Taolu Rules (2024) will apply, focusing on: 

 1. Quality of movements 

 2. Degree of difficulty 

Performance Standards: 

 • Men: 

 • Degree of difficulty must include high-value jumps (720° + connections) 

 • Example: 312a + 324b + 1 

 • Women: 

 • Minimum one jump from Grade B with connection 

 • Example: 324b + 1 or dynamic + dynamic + connection (e.g. 312a + 324a + 1) 

 • Taijiquan/Taijijian: 

 • Men: 312a + 324c + 5 (or equivalent Grade B jump/balance + connection) 

 • Women: 312a + 324b + 5 (or equivalent Grade B jump/balance + connection) 

 

Note: Overall performance quality will be a major evaluation criterion. 

Selection & Qualification Criteria 

 • The minimum qualifying score for NCC (National Coaching Camp) and 

international championships is 9.50. 

 • The top 4 athletes in Sanda and top 2 athletes in Taolu will be enrolled in the 

NCC. 

 • Athletes failing to meet the physical benchmark will not proceed to skill tests. 

 • Ranking will be based on aggregate performance in physical and skill tests. 

 • Rankings will be updated after each Ranking Series; athletes failing to 

maintain their rank may be replaced by lower-ranked athletes. 

 • The top 4 overall performers across Ranking Series will qualify for final 

selection trials.

 2. All events and bouts will be videotaped. 

 3. Physical fitness is mandatory for participation in skill tests. 

 4. The All India Police Judo Cluster medalists (Gold & Silver in Sanda, Gold in 

Taolu) are directly included in this Ranking Tournament. 

 5. Athletes must submit the following documents before the trial: 

 • Valid Indian Passport 

 • Original Medical Fitness Certificate (issued within last 15 days) 

 • Waiver & Liability Form (signed by parent/guardian) 

 • Valid Insurance Copy 

 6. No athlete will be allowed to participate without the above documents. 
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 7. Doping Control Team will be present at the venue; athletes must cooperate 

fully. 

 8. Any complaint, indiscipline, or deviation will invite strict disciplinary action. 

 9. All athletes must bring their own equipment and uniforms (as per 

corner/event). 

 10. Boarding, lodging, and transportation expenses are to be borne by the 

athletes. 

 11. All affiliated States/Units are requested to send their best athletes. 

 12. The WAI Selection Committee will review selected athletes again during the 

35th Senior National Wushu Championship before final selection.
